Atyour request, HydroEnvironmental Solutions, Inc. (HES) completed environmental

- oversight during the removal of two 750-gallon steel gasoline underground storage tanks

(USTs) at the former Julia L. Butterfield Memorial Hospital located at 51 Pauldlng Avenue
in Cold Spring, New York. The site location is shown on Figure 1.

The UST closure activities were conducted on January 3, 2008. Site activities
completed by HES included photographing and inspecting the UST, field screening soil
samples with a photoionization detector (PID) for the presence of petroleum vapors, and
collection of post-excavation soil samples for laboratory analysis. The field activities and

results are presented below.

' Field.Activities

On January 3, 2008, Dutchess Environmental Construction (Dutchess) of Mahopac,
New York removed two 750-gallon steel gasoline USTs from the front entrance area of the
subject site. The UST location prior to removal is shown on Figure 2, a generalized site
plan of the subject site. The USTs were properly cleaned and removed from the ground
and temporarily staged adjacent to the excavation, where they were inspected and
photographed. Liquid waste and sludge was removed from the tanks using a vacuum
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truck provided by EnviroWaste Oil Recovery, LLC of Mahopac, New York. The manifest
for this action is attached at the end of this letter. The USTs were in fair condition and no
corrosion holes or pitting was observed. Photographs of the UST excavation activities are
included as Figure 3. The tanks were cleaned and prepared for disposal by Dutchess
technicians, and were loaded into a dump truck and taken to A.W. Scrap Processors, Inc. .
in Wappingers Falls, New York for recycling. The manifest for this action is attached at the

end of this letter.

The soil samples were collected and screened for petroleum vapors using a
photoionization detector (PID) and the headspace method. The PID field screening results
are included on Table 1. Additionally, soil samples were collected in appropriately labeled
4-ounce sample jars, placed in a cooler on ice and transported to JMS Environmental
Services, “Inc. (JMS), a New York State certified laboratory located in Danbury,
Connecticut, where they were analyzed for the presence of volatile organic compounds
(VOCs) using EPA Method 8260 modified to include MTBE (methyl tertiary butyl ether).
Soil sampling laboratory analytical results are summarized on Table 2, and the raw
laboratory analytical data is included at the end of this letter.

Neither groundwater nor bedrock was encountered during excavation activities to a
completion depth of 8 ftbg (feet below grade).

Results

Field screening of soil sémples indicated that no gasoline vapors were present in
any of the soil samples collected. Furthermore, laboratory analytical results confirm that no
VOCs were detected above laboratory method detection limits (MDLs) in any of the

excavation end-point soil samples.

Based upon PID field screening results and laboratory analytical data, HES believes
that use of the former USTs did not result in any detrimental impacts to the soil quality from
a release at this property to date, therefore, the New York State Department of
Conservation (NYSDEC) Region 3 Office was not notified and a Spill Number was not
